Immunization Record 
Requirements

All shot dates must be on one of the following:
ÅOregon Certificate of Immunization Status 

(CIS)
ÅALERT Immunization Information System 

printout
ÅNewña printout from an approved computer 

system is acceptable

Required vaccines:
Å Diphtheria/Tetanus / 

Pertussis
Å Tdap (grades 7, 8 and 9)
Å Polio
Å Varicella
Å Measles/Mumps/Rubella
Å Hepatitis B
Å Hepatitis A (childcare , 

preschool, kindergarten, 
grades 1 and 2)

Å Hib

Hib is again 
required for 
2010 - 2011

ÅWho can sign the CIS?
ÅParent or guardian
ÅStudent age 15 years or older
ÅHealth Care Practitioner
ÅCounty Health Department
ÅSchool/Facility staff only if transcribing and 

attaching a verified immunization record

ÅPhone information is not acceptable!

New Requirement: 
Hepatitis A Information

ÅHepatitis A virus
ÅInfects the liver

ÅCan be spread by inadequate hand 
washing after using the bathroom or 
changing a diaper, or through 
contaminated food

ÅHepatitis A vaccine
ÅTwo doses are recommended at 12 -24 

months of age, with 6 months between 
the two doses



New Requirement: 
Hepatitis A

ÅDose 1 required for children 18 months 
and older to in childcare, preschool, 
Head Start, kindergarten, 1 st and 2nd

grade

ÅDose 2 required by 12 months after the 
first dose

ÅHepatitis A will be phased in:
ÅOne grade level per year through 5 th grade 

in 2013-2014

ÅAll grades through 12 th in 2014-2015



Students now in 
grades 3-8 will be 

required to have 
Hepatitis A vaccine 

before they 
graduate!



New Requirement: 
Tdap Info

ÅTdap protects against three 
diseases:
ÅTetanus

ÅDiphtheria

ÅPertussis (Whooping Cough)



A Special Note About Pertussis
In the past few years, four Oregon babies have died 

of pertussis .  

The most common sources of pertussis infection in 
children are caregivers and loved ones: parents, 

siblings, other relatives, teachers , daycare 
providers, and healthcare professionals.

Adolescents and adults through 64 years of age are 
recommended to get one dose of Tdap , especially if 
itôs been over ten years since your last tetanus shot 

or if youôre ever around infants.



New Requirement: Tdap

ÅOne dose of Tdap is required for all 7 th , 
8th and 9th graders by Exclusion Day 2011, 
if itõs been at least 5 years since the last 
tetanus -containing vaccine.

ÅTdap will be phased in:
ÅOne grade level per year, finishing with 12 th

grade in 2013 -2014

ÅA record showing at least one dose of 
each vaccine required for the childõs age

ÅA religious exemption

ÅA medical exemption

ÅReceive reporting packet from 
County Health Department.  Read the 
materials and call the County with 
any questions.

ÅReview immunization records for all 
children.



TimelineñFall

ÅIf using an approved computerized 
tracking system, run an assessment 
report and print parent letters for 
children needing immunizations.

ÅNotify parents if immunization 
records are incomplete.  Let parents 
know they will be getting an exclusion 
letter from the County and their 
child will be excluded if records 
arenõt updated.

Approved computer system printout

Computer tracking systems must be 
approved by the State for immunization 
assessment and reporting in Oregon.





Religious Exemptions
ÅMust be signed and boxes marked for 

exempted immunizations (may apply to all 
or individual vaccines)

Listing a 
vaccine 

history will 
not change 
exemption 

status



Religious 
Exemptions

ÅAllowed for children 
raised with òany 
system of beliefs, 
practices or ethical 
valuesó that opposes 
immunization (OAR 
333 -050 -0010)
ÅProvide parent with a 

copy of the religious 
exemption brochure



Medical Exemptions
ÅMust be signed by a 

physician
ÅMD, DO, ND, etc.

ÅMust list a specific medical 
reason
ÅAllergic reaction, disease history

ÅAttach a copy of the 
exemption to the Medical 
Exemption Review Summary

ÅSend to the County Health 
Department for review
ÅThe county will classify the 

exemption as temporary, 
permanent or denied

ÅDo not send history of chickenpox 
disease (varicella ) for review!



ÅCounty Health Department will mail 
exclusion orders by the 1 st Wednesday in 
February

ÅHelp find correct addresses if any letters 
are returned as undeliverable to the 
County

the County

ÅFill in the dates on page 2 of the Primary 
Review Summary when childrenõs 
immunization records are updated

ÅExclusion Day: 3 rd Wednesday in February
ÅSome counties have additional exclusion days

TimelineñExclusion Day



TimelineñExclusion Day

ÅExclude any children on Exclusion Day if 
their records have not been updated as 
specified on the exclusion order
ÅIf children come to school/daycare, send them 

back home or call parents to retrieve them.

ÅIf unable to contact parents, excluded children 
must be placed in an area separate from 
others.

ÅChildren can return only after records are 
updated.





Exclusion Orders:  
Incomplete/Insufficient (white)

ÅIssued for:
ÅMissing doses

ÅNeeded signature

ÅInformation that doesnõt make sense 
(doses out of order, dates before birth)

ÅIssued by County Health Department

ÅCanceled by school/childrenõs 
facility once record is updated 
with the specified information





Exclusion Orders:
No Record (yellow)

ÅIssued for:
ÅTransferring students without a signed 

Oregon CIS form or verified record

ÅIssued by County Health Department 
but can be filled in by the school

ÅCanceled by school once record 
shows at least one dose of each 
required vaccine
