Urgent Immunization Reminder

Your 7th grade student should have one additional vaccine by January.  An appropriate medical or nonmedical exemption is also acceptable.  Please check your child’s records to be sure that he/she has the following:

Tdap Vaccine – 1 dose

Tdap offers adolescents and adults protection against three serious diseases: tetanus, diphtheria, and pertussis (whooping cough).  In 2012, Oregon had 910 cases of pertussis, the highest number since the 1950’s.

If your child does not have the Tdap shot, contact your child’s doctor or call [name of County Health Department] to make an appointment.  It is important to get an early start on updating your child’s immunizations this fall.  Please give all updated immunization information to your school prior to winter vacation or as soon as your child receives Tdap.

Check with your child’s health care provider about other immunizations recommended for adolescents, including HPV and meningococcal vaccines.

Tdap is also recommended for all adults.  Consider talking with your doctor or pharmacist about getting a dose of Tdap for yourself.
