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Summary of Principles to guide Task Force recommendations:

· Promoting efficient, effective, accessible, high quality and financially sustainable governmental public health system for Oregon
· Continuing to serve and collaborate; supporting community priorities 
· Enhancing transparency and flexibility
· Aligning with Oregon’s Health System Transformation and the Triple Aim- better health, better health care, and lower costs 
· Focusing on data driven outcomes, health equity and prevention
· Measuring performance and using best practices


Key considerations when developing framework for governmental public health*

1. Utilize and leverage categorical funding/fee-based mandatory programs to meet core competencies 
1. Focus on what needs to be provided to everyone in Oregon regardless of location 
1. Be specific enough for a service or program to be actionable
1. Focus on the service, not on who provides it
