1. (e) is correct of course. Meaningful Use

means demonstrating that you've
used EHR in ways that can be measured.

. (d) Although, for purposes of this quiz

we were hoping you'd answer (c). Give
yourself a point for either answer.

. (c) Visit the Office of the National

Coordinator’s Certified HIT Product
List web site for more information.
Give yourself %2 point if you knew
this, but figured you'd need a teenager’s
help to get there so you answered (d).

. (b) To receive the incentive, you must

meet 20 objectives — 15 “core” (in
English, “required”) and 5 of 10 from
the “menu” (in English, “optional”).t

. (b) Naturopaths are not eligible for

Medicaid incentives. Physicians,
nurse practitioners, certified nurse-
midwives, dentists, and physician
assistants who lead a Federally Quali-
fied Health Center (FQHC) or a Rural
Health Clinic (RHC) are eligible. Also
of note: neither optometrists, podia-
trists nor chiropractors qualify for

the Medicaid incentive, but they may
qualify for the Medicare incentive!!

. True! Medicaid patient volume may

be calculated at the group or indi-
vidual level but incentives are given to
individual providers (provided each
successfully demonstrates Meaningful
Use). Eligible professionals can only

t One of the 5 menu set items must be a Public
Health measure, see question/answer to #10.
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receive one incentive payment each
year, regardless of how many prac-
tices they are part of (and, if they're
90% hospital-based they aren’t
eligible at all).

7. (b) To be eligible, at least 30% of
your patients must be Medicaid
recipients; unless you're a pediatri-
cian in which case your Medicaid
patient volume need only be 20%.
If you practice predominantly in
a FQHC or RHC and 30% of your
patient volume is attributable to
needy’ individuals, you also qualify.

8. True. CHIP patients do not count
toward the Medicaid patient vol-
ume criteria (unless you work in a
FQHC or RHC). Sorry.

9. True. If Medicaid paid for any part
of the services rendered, premiums,
co-payments, or cost-sharing to an
individual on any given day, that
counts as a Medicaid encounter.

10. (b) During Stage 1, 20112012,
submission of data to the state’s
immunization registry® is the
only Public Health Meaningful Use
criterion required for providers. If
you do not give vaccinations, you
are exempt from this measure and
do not have any Public Health
objectives to meet in Stage 1. (For
the record, generating a list of pa-
tients by condition is not consid-
ered a Public Health measure;

T “Needy persons” are those who: receive
assistance under Title XIX (Medicaid);
receive assistance under Title XXI (CHIP);
receive uncompensated care; or receive care
charged on a sliding scale based on their
ability to pay.

and hospitals can choose any of
the three Public Health measures.)

11. (b) Details are still being worked
out.

12. False. To receive a Medicaid
incentive in the first year, you must
adopt (i.e., prove acquisition of an
EHR system); implement (i.e.,
prove that you have been trained
to enter or have already begun to
enter patient demographics);
upgrade (i.e., add new functionality
to meet the definition of certified
technology); or demonstrate
Meaningful Use in your first year
of participation. You must then
successfully demonstrate Mean-
ingful Use in each subsequent year
of participation.

13. True.! Even if you're eligible, you
must choose which incentive pro-
gram to participate in when you
register.” You may switch programs,
but only once, after your first
incentive payment is initiated. For
most providers, the biggest bang
for the buck will be the Medicaid
EHR Incentive Program (unless, of
course, you're a chiropractor,
podiatrist, or optometrist).

THospitals can participate in both incentive
programs. So, if you are a hospital (...right...),
and answered False, give yourself a point.
