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Female Early Syphilis Cases, Oregon, 2005-2015
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2015 Early Syphilis Cases in Women

• Mean Age (Years): 30 (range = 18 – 63)

• 93% are child-bearing age (15-44 years old)

• Past reported STD (n = 13)

• Drug Use (n = 12)

– Meth use (n = 8)
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Congenital Syphilis Cases, Oregon, 2005-2015
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2015 Congenital Syphilis Cases

• Mother’s Mean Age (years): 23 (range = 21 – 27)

• 83% of mothers did not receive recommended treatment ≥ 30 days 

before delivery

• 50% of mothers were symptomatic

• 33% of mothers reported injection drug use
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Summary & Recommendations

• Syphilis cases in women have doubled in Oregon every year since 

2011

• Congenital syphilis was uncommon in Oregon before 2014.  In 2014, 

we had 2 reported cases and we have 6 reported cases so far in 

2015.

How often should pregnant women be screened?

• Once at the first prenatal visit

• Beginning of third trimester

• At delivery
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
