his setting includes on-site
activities and interventions In
workplaces themselves as well as
nealth care and other employee
penefits. Note that schools and
nealth care settings are also
worksites.

~ This setting includes all public and
~ private health care delivery sites
(i.e. doctor’s office, clinic, hospital)
as well as health plans, Medicare
and Medicaid.
