POSTER SESSION CALL FOR PROPOSALS
2013 Self Management Forum 
May 8, 2013 – Airport Sheraton, Portland OR

You’re invited to submit a proposal to present a poster at the 2013 Oregon Self Management Forum. Submissions are due March 15, 2013. Maybe you’ve developed a tool or resource, completed a research or evaluation project, or have successes or “lessons learned” to share about a particular aspect of self management program delivery, coordination or financing. This is your opportunity to share your expertise with your self management peers.
Proposal submission is open to all Forum attendees. Forum registration will open in mid March. To submit a proposal, the lead presenter should complete the 2013 Poster Proposal Form below and submit it to living.well@state.or.us by March 15, 2013. Proposals will be reviewed by a committee of self-management peers and accepted based on space availability and pertinence of content.

Poster proposals should be submitted in one of the following categories:
· Best and promising practices in self-management posters should describe innovative methods, projects or lessons learned.
· Research posters should describe the author’s research, pilot study or evaluation findings that contribute to knowledge in self management program delivery, coordination or sustainability
· Other topics of interest related to self-management.

2013 Poster Timeline:
· February 19: call for proposals 
· March 15: proposals due
· March 29: proposers notified of acceptance
· May 8: posters on display at the Self Management Forum


A minimum of 8' × 6' display space will be provided for each poster presenter. Posters should be approximately 2 feet wide by 2-1/2 feet tall (about the size of a standard large flip chart) and rigid (attached to stiff cardboard or foam core). Poster presenters are responsible for bringing their own display supplies, including easels. Technical equipment (such as electricity, data-lines, TV/DVD player) will not be available for use. All material used to display the poster will be the sole responsibility of the presenters. Poster presenters must register for the Self Management Forum.

Your poster should include the title of your presentation, your name, affiliation, and any co-authors, as well as detailed information outlined in the poster proposal. Your poster should be readable from of distance of at least three feet. Your poster does not have to be professionally printed, but graphics should be simple, colorful (if possible), well-labeled, and legible. In addition to the poster, please provide copies of a one-page summary of your poster content, with the presenter’s contact information. 

The Self Management Forum Poster Review Committee will consider the following criteria when evaluating poster proposals: 
· Sufficient experience/background to present material 
· Quality of research or application of best practices 
· Originality, timeliness and relevance of information 
· Completeness of submission (Incomplete proposals may not be accepted)

For each proposal, please submit the following:

1. Submitter’s background (100 words or less): How long have you been involved with self management, and where? What background related to self management do you bring to your presentation?


2. Abstract (75-100 words): Briefly summarize what you’ll be presenting.


3. Proposal (300-500 words): In greater detail, describe your poster presentation in the following format:
